THE VALUE OF PHYSIOTHERAPISTS IN FOOTBALL

Today, football has a multi-vector orientation: it plays a recreational and educational role.
The recreational role is to restore the health and efficiency of the organism by attracting people of all ages to
sports. The educational role includes instilling a healthy lifestyle, adhering to a daily routine that leads to a
healthy lifestyle. For athletes, football is one of the most traumatic kind of sports in terms of injuries. As a
rule, a physician, traumatologist and masseur care for athletes. Unfortunately, the role of physiotherapist in
the medical sports literature does not have sufficient description and analysis.

The purpose of the work is to determine the role of a physiotherapist and to identify prospects in higher
school training of specialists in this field in football.

Examples of English-language and domestic professional medical literature on sport injuries, personal
observations and sports medical experience were research methods used.

In the results of the research, we state that physiotherapy - is the science of the use of various physical
methods in the treatment of patients and disease prevention. The role of physiotherapists in some English
teams cannot be overestimated. Their task is to assist medical specialists in restoration of lost body functions
and maintaining the patient's ability to function. On his own, he should treat ordinary types of injuries, such
as dislocations, fractures and sprains of muscles and ligaments. Victims receive treatment through exercise
therapy, exposure various types of massage to currents of multiple voltage, heating, cold, ultrasound and
ionizing radiation.

Thus, in the training physiotherapists special attention ought to be paid in higher schools to the
gualitative treatment of human anatomy, the study of various accurate exercises leading to restoration of lost
human motor functions. Besides all football teams in our country must definitely include a qualified
physiotherapist as part and parcel in the in sport victories.
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
