NEW CHALLENGES AND REALITIES OF THE CURRENT SYSTEM
OF OBTAINING HIGHER MEDICAL EDUCATION

The last few years of our lives, starting in 2019, the world has faced new
challenges related to the COVID-19 pandemic. Many systems of every day and
habitual life required transformation, including the education system.

A war began in Ukraine In February 2022, which radically changed our
lives.

Many highly qualified lectures, who are professionals in their fields, left
the country. Many students decided to seek their fate in foreign universities. The
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harmonious work of the education system began to crumble. It was necessary to
build and create a new reality, a new world.

Before us, the teachers who remained, the question of how to implement
new effective methods in the conditions of the educational process, aroused.

Since 2019 everything was switched to the online format and, only now,
has the transition to a blended form of learning begun. This form conducted that
students have the opportunity to attend classes and to study as it was previously.

New prospects have appeared, but at the same time, danger and concern
about creating optimal conditions for learning, taking into account air alarms
and the daily threat of arrivals.

As a lecturer and postgraduate student of the Clinical Department of Internal
Medicine 1 of Zaporizhia State Medical and Pharmaceutical University, | have the
opportunity to continue the process of both studying, scientific activity and work.
Many students have expressed a desire to go to the full-time study after a long
break to master their skills of practical activity, which is extremely necessary for
the full-fledged mastery of the difficult profession of a doctor.

As a lecturer, | have to create safe working conditions for my students,
related to the specifics of work in a front-line city. During 5 academic hours of
classes with future doctors and 3.5 academic hours with physical rehabilitation
specialists, while teaching the disciplines «Therapy» (cardiology, gastroenterology,
pulmonology, hematology, endocrinology) and «Physical Therapy in the Clinic of
Internal Diseases» I need to cover a topic that enables students to acquire new
knowledge. This involves analyzing a specific nosology at the patient’s bedside by
selecting appropriate patients in accordance with the clinical topic of the
educational process. It should be noted that not all patients are ready for the
dialogue with numerous students and their lecturer, do not want to communicate
and do not want to be those on whom practical skills are practiced.

Therefore, the question of how to effectively overcome this problem and
teach students the practical aspects of work, arises. During the lesson, some
students participate in it online, based on the Microsoft Teams platform. And this
IS, indeed, a challenge for the lecturer of the clinical departments to optimize the
educational process in order to create an interesting learning conditions.

Modern approaches to the use of digitalization in education generally set
new requirements for the ability to implement innovations, the need to master a
wide range of innovative technologies and teaching methods, and more (Truba et
al., 2023).

Thanks to modern medical applications for smartphones and the Body
Interact program, which is an official virtual simulator of various nosologies, we
are able to practice the necessary skills with the students. The university also has
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many simulators for the improvement of practical skills, in particular, mannequins
that are as close to reality as possible. These mannequins provide answers to simple
practical questions, they breathe, move, and blink. All this allows future doctors to
work out and hone their skills in examination, percussion, palpation and
auscultation, performing intravenous and intramuscular manipulations.

So, the modern education system requires fundamental transformation in
light of the new realities brought by the pandemic and war. A lecturer’s role is
no longer just to convey known material but to structure it in a way that enables
its practical application in everyday life, with a strong emphasis on the practical
component. The teacher’s role is not to evaluate knowledge but to create an
engaging environment for mastering the profession and understanding why a
particular topic needs to be studied. Special attention is given to its relevance
from the perspective of someone who already has work experience.
