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CULTURAL ACTIVITIES OF THE UKRAINIAN COMMUNITY
IN ESTONIA, LATVIA AND LITHUANIA IN 2014-2018

The Ukrainian diaspora community is quite active abroad. There is no
exception of the communities in Latvia, Lithuania, and Estonia. Despite the fact
that these countries are close located, the state of social activity in them has many
differences.

If we’re talking about the Ukrainian community in Estonia, it is to be noted
that every year it is increasing. In connection with the war in the East of Ukraine
came a lot of settlers, which this state provides a temporary residence permit. In
2016 almost 1,100 Ukrainians moved to Estonia, 16 of them were granted status of
refugees. The number of Ukrainian citizens who come to work has also increased —
it’s physicians, economists, and highly skilled IT professionals. According to
statistics, in Estonia there are almost 23 thousand Ukrainians, which is about
1.8 percent of the total population of the country, by the number it is second after
the national minority in the country [2, p. 237].

It should be added that, in general, about 100 thousand stateless persons are
among the inhabitants of Estonia. These are people who have not complied with the
Estonian legislation on language proficiency and did not pass the test of knowledge
of the Constitution or the history of the country. They also include ethnic
Ukrainians who do not speak Estonian well enough. Because of this, the majority
of the Ukrainian diaspora in Estonia has difficulty in integrating into Estonian
society [4].

But according to the founder and head of the Center of Ukrainian Culture in
Tallinn — Anatoliy Lyutyuk, the number of well-trained and patriotically-minded
young Ukrainians grows every year. Many of them come to his center. For
example, now they have trainee — a girl from Donetsk, who not only speaks fluent
Ukrainian but has already learned Estonian and knows English well [1].
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
