JOHNS HOPKINS UNIVERSITY SCHOOL OF MEDICINE: ESTABLISHING, OPENING AND
ACTIVITY IN 1890S

Ever since the Medical School was established, it differed from other American higher educational establishments. At the
turn of the 19" and 20" centuries — when the medical educational paradigm in the United States was upgraded — the Hopkins
model was recognized and highly recommended. It was stated by Flexner in «Medical Education in the United States and
Canada: A Report to the Carnegie Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching» (1910). The article describes the
preconditions of establishing, opening, and activity of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine in the 1890s. Note that J.
Hopkins® will and the American feminist movement advocating for women’s rights, in particular, were one of the prerequisites
for establishing the Medical School in question, with the School having the same admission requirements for men and women.
What is more, W. Welch, W. Osler and others were among the founders of the Medical School. Once opened in 1893, the
Medical School became a successful educational project of the Johns Hopkins University. Besides, the School was suggested to
be the role-model higher educational establishment in the US offering a perfect combination of both theory and practice with a
considerable material and technical base, highly skilled pedagogical and supporting staff, which was important and necessary
for the future physicians at all times. Thus, the Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine provided students the opportunity
to work with rare library funds and to analyze scientific literature during weekly student meetings. One of the most popular
meetings among students and academic staff was the Physiological Journal Club with Professor Howell. Furthermore, the
Medical School established its own academic journal «The Journal of Experimental Medicine» in 1896. Note that the journal
exists in the twenties of the 21% century. Moreover, the article covers other positive organizational and pedagogical principles
of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine in the 1890s. On the prospects of further scientific research, we are going to
highlight activity of Johns Hopkins University School of Medicine in the 20" century and in the twenties of the 21% century with
the purpose to reconsider and introduce a positive experience in Ukrainian higher medical education.

THE ROLE OF WOMEN OF TEACHERS-PROFESSIONALS IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS IN
THE SECOND HALF OF THE XIX - THE FIRST HALF OF THE XX CENTURY

The article reveals the state of education in the second half of the nineteenth and first half of the twentieth century. During
the intensive industrial development of the country, entrepreneurial pragmatism prompted the authorities, with many factories
and factories, to establish schools, evening classes for workers and their children, vocational schools. Under such conditions,
for the development of education in the country took the Zemsky and city organizations, intellectuals, various scientific and
technical societies, representative associations of merchants and industrialists and some wealthy citizens. Taking into account
the low level of financing of education by state institutions, the contribution of all entrepreneurs to the development of
educational institutions of different types and levels was particularly significant. Among such philanthropists, educators and
founders of pre-school, educational institutions for children and adults were K.A. Balasheva, Khrystyna Alchevskaya, Sofia
Rusova. At the beginning of the 20th century, Sunday schools, or adult learning schools, which at that time played a significant
role among educational institutions, became widespread in Ukrainian cities. Sunday schools were founded both by the state
and by urban and rural communities, as well as by individuals. In the estate of Countess KA Balasheva, Moshnorodorodsk,
Cherkassy region, which actively engaged in sugar cultivation and gargulation, contained 18 national church parish schools in
villages and two two-class folk schools with craft departments in the towns of Moshny and Gorodishche. All of them were
funded by the Countess. She fully supported two-class schools, as well as church-parish schools, in which more than 2000
children were studying. Since 1862, among them, Kharkiv women's free Sunday school of Khrystyna Danylivna Alchevskaya,
wife of the famous industrialist and financier O.K. Alchevsky.

As you can see, the activity of Kh.D. Alchevsk, Sofia Rusova had a pronounced national character. The concept of
preschool education of Rusova, the development of school education issues, testify that they were patriots of Ukrainian land,
they saw the true sources of the revival of the Ukrainian nation, in particular, the development of the state as a whole.
