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survey, when choosing a doctor, 64,7% look for the doctor's work page on social networks
to get acquainted with his treatment methods, and competence, read patient reviews,
55,9% rely on the rating on portal Helsi, 55,9% are guided by reviews from acquaintances,
friends, relatives, 44,1% build their assessment based on reviews on the medical portal
and only 5,9% do not pay attention to reviews and ratings.Depending on the auditory, they
are divided into blogs for colleagues and for patients. The demand for medical blogs for
the public is high and already formed while blogs focused on the exchange of professional
experience between medical workers are currently at the stage of demand formation.
Moreover, there is a great diversity of content strategies. The most popular are blogs with
how-to-guide content and list-based content. These guides are informative and teach the
reader how to complete a given task using step-by-step instructions. List-based content is
a great way to consolidate information and provide the user with a quick and simple read.
Leading the medical blog and filling it with adequate scientific information, the doctor takes
an active position. In clause 7.1 of Ethical Code of Ukrainian Doctor it is stated that
“‘“MD must actively stand against any false information in scientific publications and
media.”. Thanks to the blog the doctor collecting, processing, and sharing the medical
information what makes him similar to a journalist. Sharing of information is regulated by
the Law of Ukraine on Information. In article 22 it is stated that “Legal information shall be
understood as set of documented or publicly announced information about laws, the legal
system, sources, implementation, juridical facts, legal relationships, law and order,
transgressions, and ways to combat and prevent them, etc.”.Taking into account the facts
listed above it is necessary to be attentive with what kind of content you’re posting.
Conclusions. To become a highly qualified specialist you need to gain an
experience what is the main problem among young doctors. Medical blog is an
opportunity to demonstrate people that the age is not a criterion of doctor’s qualification.

SOME MEDICAL ASPECTS IN THE MARTIN HEIDEGGER’S PHILOSOPHY

Relevance. In one of the most influential work of existential philosophy — “Being
and Time”, Heidegger explores the fundamental question of what it means to be human.
He argues that human beings are not simply objects in the world, but are beings that exist
in a unique way, with their own distinctive mode of being.

Results. Heidegger suggests that this mode of being, which he calls "Dasein," is
characterized by a sense of temporal and historical contingency. Unlike other beings in
the world, which simply exist in the present moment, human beings are constantly
oriented towards the future and the past, and are shaped by their own personal and
cultural histories. This has important implications for medicine, as it suggests that the way
we understand and treat illness is not simply a matter of objective scientific knowledge,
but is shaped by broader cultural and historical forces. Heidegger argues that the medical
profession must take into account the unique mode of being of human beings, and must
approach patients in a way that is sensitive to their temporal and historical context.
Furthermore, Heidegger suggests that the human mode of being is characterized by a
sense of anxiety and unease, as we confront the fact that our existence is finite and
contingent. This existential anxiety is often manifested in illness, as patients confront the
fragility and mortality of their own bodies. In light of this, Heidegger argues that medicine
must not only treat physical ailments, but must also address the existential and
psychological needs of patients. He suggests that the medical profession must be attuned
to the unique mode of being of human beings, and must provide care that is sensitive to
the spiritual, emotional, and existential dimensions of illness.
