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GENDER ISSUES IN WOMEN’S HEALTH

The right to health is a universal human right recognized by international Human Rights
Treaties and the World Health Organisation Constitution. However, despite the obligation to guarantee
equal rights for all citizens, certain biases related to women'’s health issues are still observed.

The WHO materials and research findings from PubMed were addressed to survey the
women's health gap.

The literature review revealed the problems in diagnosing, accessing healthcare, bodily
autonomy, representation of women in healthcare, and medical studies. Firstly, the underdiagnosis
of women results from incomplete data on women’s health due to a long history of discrimination
against women and gender-biased medical research practices. Studies prove that, on average,
women are diagnosed 4 years later than men with the same disease, i.e. women spend much more
time in poor health than men do. Secondly, healthcare accessibility and attitude to bodily autonomy
are widely believed to depend on economic development and cultural traditions, and this is
somewhat true. Nevertheless, the global world has yet to fully embrace the idea of "My body, My
choice!" since the stone-age discrimination still manifests itself: from female genital mutilation to
the abortion ban. Next, women currently make up 67% of the global healthcare workforce and
have demonstrated a sharp surge in the past 50 years. The conventional discrepancy between roles
persists, nevertheless, as only 3% of doctors are female. To this, the fact that male doctors
outnumber female doctors may also explain the fact that only 2% of medical research funding is
spent on female reproductive health and female-affecting diseases.

When the aforementioned issues are considered collectively, the depth of the gender
gap-which adversely impacts the well-being of individual women as well as society at large-
becomes apparent. Therefore, society needs to put in extensive effort to bridge the gender gap.
